Sunday Morning Classes at 9:45am 

Bad Girls and Boys of the Bible | We’re exploring how God uses imperfect people for His 

purposes—like a Hebrew with a speech impediment, a prostitute, a persecutor of believers, and 

a tax collector. Despite flaws and weaknesses, God still chooses us. This class is hosted by Little 

Bacon in Room 020.  
 

Faith | Elder Neil Stenger will lecture on this essential topic through October. This is hosted by 

McClung in Room 026.  

Revelation | This study by Dr. W. Robert Godfrey (Ligonier Ministries) offers encouragement 

and hope for every generation. Originally written to a church wrestling with the tension 

between Christ’s reign and life in a fallen world, its message still speaks powerfully to believers 

today. This class is hosted by the 49rs in Room 115. 

Children’s Sunday Classes | Children ages 3 (who are potty-trained) through 5th grade meet on 

the 2nd floor using The Biggest Story curriculum. Infants and toddlers are cared for in the 1st-

floor Childcare Center with Bible stories, music, crafts, and play.
